Even Christ's great commandment of "Love thy
neighbour" seems to have less force today in a world of
income tax, inflation and the daughter of civil popula
tions in the name of peace.

So without in any way condemning or scorning any
man's bdiefs, Scientology arose from the ashes of a
Soiritless stience and again asked—and answered—the
eternd questions.

That the answers have the force of truth is attested by
the results. Instead of the dckness of rdigious India,
Scientologists are seldom ill.

Grade V—Give you die ability to face the future and
to change conditions. Man's abilities tend
to be individualy specialized. He is so
intent upon some action that he is clumsy
in performing others. Moving out of a
fixed condition and being able to do other
things is attained as a Grade |V Release.

This, then, is just part of what Sciento-
logy can do for you.
