extent of technical materials which exist in Dianetics and Scientology
on the subject of the spirit, mind and life.

For instance, there are about 25,000,000 words on tape in archives which
provide the consecutive path of discovery.

When placed chronologically with books, HCOBs, HCO PLs and other
issues this gives a nearly complete record of all discoveries and applications ir
these subjects.

The total numbers of words or even the number of tapes and issues to date
have not been reliably calculated.

A chronological study of materials is necessary for the complete training of
a truly top-grade expert in these lines. He can see how the subject progressed
and so is able to see which are the highest levels of development. Not the least
advantage in this is the defining of words and terms for each, when originally
used, was defined, in most cases, with considerable exactitude, and one is not
left with any misunderstoods. It is for this reason that the Saint Hill Briefing
Course checksheet should consist only of the chronological materials, studied
in chronolopical order, excepting only the Study Tapes (Primary Rundown)
which should be done first if not previously done properly.

The subject of Scientology is to some degree developed in reverse order. The
task was to undercut the current level of man and this was the general target.

There are perhaps 15 levels above OT VII fully developed but existing only in
unissued note form, pending more peoples' full attainment of OT VI and VIL.

In the early 70s the bottom was found with the discoveries of exactly whar
psychosis was and the development of processes to handle it. This was outside
the scope of organizations at the time and is not in general use; but it did final-
ize the task of undercurting low enough o include all spiritual and mental
materials, then; within the subject of Scientology, in a state of applicabiliry.

Many people believe that Scientology materials contain mainly processes.

Scientology grade training, to say nothing of the
Saint Hill Briefing Course, they would have found
more fundamentals than exist in all other subjects
combined, a fact which any advanced student of
Scientology can confirm.

Still others think that the “newest” is of course
the most advanced and are looking for new
“processes” to be issued or new materials; whereas
the process to resolve their case was most likely
issued in earlier years. An amusing instarjce of this is
one whole continental area where an exact set of
principles were isolated and exact processes released
that handle that exact national type; yet, waiting for
something new because they did not knpw the old,
they wére found earlier this year to be ignoring this
rundown even on new preclears and of course were
having a hard time of it for those ARE the basic
processes for that continent, for those people DO
have that barrier.

For quite a while I have had the “hat of finder of
lost tech.” Whole sections of knowledge drop out of
view, whole arrays of processes (and administrative
principles) go out of use and preclears there and the
organization of the area sags; but recoviry is swift
the moment the “lost” knowledge is pulled out of
their own file cabinets and restored.

Further, people in organizations are quite often at
high case levels. They have already experienced the
bridging knowledge which connects the subject to
the man in the street. It is not new to THEM. They
sometimes err in believing it is not new to the world.
Thus gaps are permitted to exist. The solution is to
recover the “lost” tech.

But it is also true that many in organizations work
very hard to keep the knowledge bridge in. And do
well in accomplishing it.

Within the same civilization, many other sub-
jects than Scientology exist. Many of these other
subjects are in a very primitive state while pretend-
ing a very advanced position. Psychiatry and psy-
chology are a pair of these. Their pretenses, inhu-
manities and even cruelties muddy up the field of
the spirit and mind. Because they produce negative
or even damaging results and because they were
“authority” before Scientology began to guide the
field toward saner and more civilized levels,
Scientology's task of handling the public is made far
more difficult than if the public had not been so
harmed and made suspicious of the field of the
mind. Yet the most mind-wrenching problems psy-
chiatry and psychology practitioners think they
have (they have not confronted the real ones) give
way before the lowest most pedestrian levels of

Scientology. There is an amusing story of a
Scientologist who attended a social meeting of psy-
chiatrists and psychologists and listened to them for
a while as they moaned about their patients and
their own cases and then, being compassionate,
began to explain to them in a sort of technical baby
talk the nature and resolution of these “vast”
“unsolyvable” “problems.” As he took no offense at
their ignorant arrogance which first preeted him and
as he did seem to have a grasp of their troubles, they
kept him up until four A.M. going over their “prob-
lems” in detail and gave him more and more
absorbed attention and began to cognite. They were

gdrten on. Means of solving these are also available
| and are daily applied to countless newcomers over
| the world.

The actual barrier in the society is a failure to
practice truth. Living lives of white lies, they find it
difficult to grasp that truth acrually exists. This can
hang on as a habit during the first studies of a stu-
dent and he can defeat himself utterly by continu-
ing a dishonesty in his study — skipping this, not
doing that. For Scientology is the road to truth and
he who would follow it must take true steps.

Some, seeing out of their own ambitious eyes and
as jealous of any imagined rival as any ferocious
boyfriend, seek to assert that Scientology is interest-
ed in healing. This is something like saying that a
Cadillac engineer is interested only in window pol-
ish. For when you begin to handle the causative

very tame and very respectful when he left, certain
they had heard the guru of all time: and this is amus-
ing because he was not a trained auditor in any sense
of the word and had only read a few Scientology
books! Yet to them he was their dean as a profes-
sional by comparative and sensible knowledge.
Many Scientologists have had similar experiences.
In the field of Scientology admin tech a staff mem-
ber who had not had an Onrg Exec ICourse but had
been hatted in HCO went home for a vacation. His
father who, like some fathers, was certain his son
was stupid, permitted him, with misgiving, to reor-
ganize the administration of his mediical clinic along
Scientology lines. The son trained the small staff for
only a week, lines began to whiz, patients began to
get handled, records went straight, income rose and

the father became absolutely convinced that hisson |
‘was the brightest organizational genius in the coun-

try; yet in the org they had considererd he had a long
way to go to be a good Ethics Offiicer! Gives you
some comparative idea of where the lowest rudi-
mentary levels of Scientology sit in relation to cur-
rent technologies.

Above such small bits of fringe information the
bulk of Scientology knowledge rowers into moun-

tains. It is accessible in the main, to those who seek
it. The only barriers are usually their own lack of

force in man he often also gets well. The “proofs” of
supposing Scientology is a healing activity are abun-
dant enough if one sees the recovery lists in any org.
But they were not processed to heal them, only to
free them. A recent example of this occurred when
a preclear broke her ankle and was given medical
treatment. Naturally the org was anxious to get on
with her program of processing and the ankle injury
was in the way. After weeks in medical hands with
the ankle getting worse, the engram of the injury
was run out, the ankle got well and the person was \
again being routinely processed a few days later. The
auditor could be said to have been engaged in heal- |
ing. All he was doing was getting a body difficulty |
out of his road so he could get on with it.

Recently, having found bottom on the mind and
spirit some years ago, | have been looking into phys- '
ical nutrition and biochemistry. These latter levels
lie below the spirit and mind and could be loosely
considered to be an undercut as they do impede spir-
itual gain.

Many people are mainly fixated on the body and
living as they do in an intensely materialistic society,
they are caught between being a body in the worka-
day world and achieving spiritual freedom. This is of
course paradoxical. The game of being a body is the
only game they have in their eyes. Thus if something

is wrong with their body they manifest having heavy
problems and they are anxious ar the thought of los-
ing a body: in other words they have a hidden stan-
dard of body health a5 their measure of spiritual
attainment which, though illogical, is where they
are and what they are doing.

Above all this physical level material of course,
the subject has been for a long time wrapped up.
Persons continuing to play the body game limit
themselves in various ways and by the nature of life
and this civilization have their ups and downs even
when well processed. If they have attained a rela-
tively high state as a bodied person they can how-
ever be rehabilitated, usually simply by ninning out
their overt acts and withholds and restoring their
exterior perception: They are, however, despite
their continued physical beingness, quite capable of
easily assuming their full potentials: They usually
prefer to go on with the game by imposing limita-
tions, for instance to continue using their eyes. One
rarely sees them do the stunts and tricks of the
Indian fakir even where they can since they have
risen above exhibitionism or the need ro overwhelm
or prove things and they are of course continuing to
play the game of human being, since that is the

| main game they have available around them.

Actually, man hadn’t accumulated enough
information to do this up to relatively few years ago. But
we are making it a very fast-paced world, we are making
it a world where magic is liable to occur at any time, and
has.

Man now understands a great many things about the
universe he lives in, which he never understood before.
Amongst the things he now understands is the human
mind. The human mind is not an unsolved problem.
Nineteenth-century psychology didn’t solve the problem,
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now. The physical universe is,
to him rather a pawn; he can
do many things with it. And, having conquered that, he
can now conquer himself. The truth of the matter is he
has conquered himself.

ASHO:THE SAINT HILL CASE

LRH originally established the
case cracking HGC while deliver-
ing the SAINT HiLL Special Briefing
Course at original SAINT HiLt,
overseeing much of its auditing
personally. We follow LRH's tra-
dition with our Case Cracking
HGC. :

If a person is moving slowly up
THE BRIDGE or hasn't really made
progress they want, then they are
assigned to the Case Cracking
unit. A thorough examination is
made of the case folders and the
out-tech is found. Whatever the
bug is on that case, it is found
and the case is cracked wide
open.

ASHO also helps the lower
orgs if a lower Bridge preclear
isn’t getting the expected gains.
As LRH says in HCO PL 16 May
1965:

“IF THE LOCAL ORG CAN'T HANDLE
A CASE, SAINT HiLL cAN.”

All over the US, orgs send pre-
clears to ASHO for case crack-
ing. That person, now fully
unbugged case-wise is then
returned to his home org to com-

plete his lower Bridge.

f almost any person in the Sea

Organization were to appear in a

Scientology group or Org he would

be lionized, red-carpeted and Very-
Important-Personed beyond belief.

For the Sea Organization is composed
of the “aristocracy” of Scientology.

These people, alone and on their own
are all stars in the sky of their areas.

It is like one of the old regiments of
gentlemen where any private would be, in
another but common regiment, a colonel.

Denying the skill and fame of these
individuals to Scientology at large would
seem at first glance an extravagance and
very wasteful.

And it would be except for one or two

gs.

In 1966 I made the actual test of what
I could accomplish alone (much as any
OT) in the wog world. I won the affection
of the people of an entire small country
and changed it. But a small determined
clique of our SP friends made sure I lost.
True, as they are locally and international-
ly unpopular, that they made me go opens
all doors to us there when they are over-
thrown, as they will be, merely on the
rationale that if they opposed us then we
are all right.

But this adventure showed several
things to be true. An unsupported OT
without OT organization around him can
lose ground. Holding a fixed position in a
nation invites trouble. Cost to me, to do
this, in terms of cash, was greater in less
than five months than the whole Sea
Organization in nearly a year. Even in full
success, without organization, 1 would
have done less good than a similar period

with organization. There was no personal
case gain in i,

I am a great one for pioneering alone
to find “holes in the fence.” Well, that's
what I did in 1966, And [ concluded sev-
eral things. First was that on an interna-
tional basis one has to get in Ethics before
he gets in tech. Second was that OTs did
better amongst OTs. Third, that OTs were
most valuable as a disciplined organized
group. Fourth, that one could not, with
such power, hold a fixed position without
losing ground. Fifth, that we grow
stronger as we continue (o remain
“Fabian.” Sixth, that the Sea is the best
area on which to be Fabian on this plan-
et. Seventh, that we had to learn to work
together as OTs before we could take in
further territory. Fighth that we could do
our job best if we all grew more accus-
tomed to handling Mest. Ninth that the Sea
Organization as it is developing is our best
personal and international answer.

So, the Sea Organization is composed
of people who alone would excite great
admiration but who together, well orga-
nized, can actually get the job done.

And although our lowest deck hand
could be a “duke” only all of us together
could get on with the job.

And that's how and why (with
allowances for security in the crypticness
of this text) the Sea Organization came
inta being and why we are here.

ORGANTZATION

ON JANUARY 2, 1967, L. RON HUBBARD LEFT SAINT HILL AND FLEW TO TANGIER, MOROCCO WHERE HE BEGAN
HIS MOST MONUMENTAL — AND FORMIDABLE — RESEARCH YET: SECTION III OT AND THE EXACT ROUTE THROUGH
THE WALL OF FIRE. BUT BEFORE DEPARTING, HE GAVE INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE FORMATION OF A PROJECT — A PRO-

JECT NEEDED TO ENSURE THE DELIVERY OF NOT ONLY OT III, BUT ALL FUTURE SECTIONS OF THE OT COURSE.

t first, it was simply termed

the Sea Project composed of

a small group of leading

Clears and OTs. Following

confidential instructions, they

soon found themselves in the
port of Hull, England, the temporary home
of two vessels LRI had purchased in late
1966: the Enchanter, 1 53-foot ketch, and the
Avon River, a 145-foot North Sea trawler cho-
sen for her proven seaworthiness.

While LRH continued his research in
Tangier, the Sea Project personnel scrubbed
decks. cleaned holds, fited sails and pre-
pared the vessels for their upcoming voyage.
On January 20, 1967, the Enchanter was
ready. With a crew of six Sea Project per-
sonnel and a hired captain, she set sail on a
course laid our by LRH — south along the
coasts of France and Portugal to Gibraltar,
and on to Morocco

As the ketch made

: her way south, LRH

completed the first phase of research on OT
M and flew to Las Palmas in the Canary
Islands, leaving instructions for Enchanter to
follow him. On February 23, she arrived in
Las Palmas. without mishap. At the end of

RS

May, she was hauled up onto a slipway
where she began a full refit and special con-
versions under LRH's direction. Meanwhile,
Sea Project personnel still in Hull continued
preparing the Avon Riverior sea. On May 20,
with 17 Clears and OTs aboard, she sailed for
the Canary Islands. Arriving on June 2, she
was also hauled from the water onto a slip-
way for a complete refit and conversion.

Throughout the next two months, LRH
trained the Sea Project crews in ship han-
dling and seamanship, first on land, then at
sea aboard the Enchanter. Here began the
tradition of hilling and drilling to handle any
evolution or emergency, and concurrently to
raise confront and ability 1o handle mest.
This proved to be a necessary and basic pre-
requisite to the real task at hand; conlronting
and handling the true sources of suppression
and aberration on planet Earth,

The stakes were already high
Suppressives in England were bent on pre-
venting the delivery of the OT levels. Thus,
Sea Project members were not just preparing
for a practice cruise on the Avon River 10
demonstrate their new-found expertise — but
for something far more important — the
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delivery and safekeeping of the OT materi-
als. But by being at sea, there was little these
suppressives could do. As LRH later
explained, “...we grow stronger as we con-
tinue to remain ‘Fabian.™

August 12 marked the official beginning
of the Sea Organization. On this date, LRH
began issuance of Flag Orders, as recorded
in Flag Order (FO) 1, REORGANIZATION:
“Hereafter all general orders affecting the
Flotilla as a whole or issued by myself shall
be termed FLAG ORDERS.” This same FO
also formally established the Sea Org: “Our
ships and the ‘Sea Project’ will hereafter be
known as the SEA ORGANIZATION ... a per-
manent establishment within the official
Scientology network.” The Sea Org's first
purpose was to get ethics in on the planet.

On October 9, Avon Rivers refit was
complete and she came off the slipway and
back into the water. In addition to her spot-
less decks, overhauled engines and white-
painted hull, LRH had redesigned the ship’s
rudder to give the vessel greatly improved
steering response. The hold had been con-
verted into office space and all mechanical
and electronic equipment was once again
100 percent operational. _

Naturally, the Sea Org began an immedi-
ate expansion phase. On November 3, after
completing her shakedown cruise, Avon
River, with LRH aboard, set sail for Gibraltar,
where she arrived five days later.

Within days, LRH flew to London with
20 Sea Org members, aboard a Vickers
Viscount aircraft. From there, he traveled to
Southampton, where he took command of
a third Sea Org vessel — the Royal
Scotsman. By deleting the “s" in
“Scotsman,” LRH changed her name and
she was duly christened: Royal Scotman. At

3,287 tons and 339 feet, she was now the
largest vessel in the Flotilla

LRH assigned hats to the Royal Scotman's
crew and extensively drilled them on basic
seamanship and ship handling functions
above and below deck, On November 28 she
sailed from Southampton for the
Mediterranean, and on December 22, after
braving a storm-tossed ocean, the Royal
Scotman met the Avon River in Valencia,

| Spain.

With the announcement of OT III in
September, 1967, LRH knew an organization
of OTs was needed to provide a safe, dis-
traction-free environment so that others
could follow the well-taped path through the
Wall of Fire. By December, that organization
was firmly in place and the first Advanced
Organization, formed aboard the Royal
Scotman, was set to begin immediate deliv-
ery of OT 111 in the new year. Thus the Sea
Org became the custodian of the advanced
levels of Scientology, and the first truly OT
group was performing its mission — the
delivery of LRH's priceless tech through the
upper band.

As the Advanced Organization began
operations, advances were made on another
front. In the beginning of 1968, the crew of
Avon River set sail for Sardinia to join the
Enchanter. Together they then sailed on to
Tunisia and Sicily. Their purpose: to help
LRH research whole track recall,

Though he had never been in these geo-
graphical areas during this lifetime, LRH
described the exact location and topograph-
ical details of remains of cities and structures
which he had known from earlier periods on
the track. Sea Org members were given a full
briefing on each chosen location and sent
ashore on “mission parties” to locate these
ruins: In every case, despite the passage of
centuries, they found exactly what LRH had
described.

These missions, and similar ones to follow,
became known collectively as Mission Dnto
Time. And significantly, from these successful
operating patterns and actions, LRH devel-
oped Sea Org mission technology. The basics
of mission selection, preparation, logistics,
briefing, firing, mission operations — and then
debriefing upon return — were all codified and
honed into a precise technology. Soon there-
after, the first Mission School would begin
training all crew into eligible missionaires.

And with| the development of mission

technology — the tech of the Sea Org — mis-
sions were used to get in ethics, establish
new Advanced Orgs, handle one situation
after another. As LRH wrote in FO 1426 on
October 3, 1969, the purpose of the Sea Org
was, “MAINTAINING THE EXACT DEGREE
OF ETHICS, SCIENTOLOGY TECHNOLOGY
AND POLICY ON THE PLANET.”

And it was through missions that the Sea
Org carried out its purpose, taking on
greater and greater responsibilities. Today, it
has expanded from three ships to eleven
bases on five continents; from running one
Advanced Organization to five. The Sea Org
has extended its reach around the world,
spearheading Scientology expansion while
moving into all areas of Scientology activity
— from management of the worldwide net-
work of Scientology organizations to dis-
semination activities on all fronts; from cre-
ating materials directed by LRH to ensuring
the standards of Scientology around the
world; from dealing with suppressive ele-
ments to leading the crusade for social
reform — that is the Sea Org. And this
growth continues today.

The Sea Org has a distinctive attribute, an
attribute LRH describes as “toughness.”

“Toughness is high on the scale.

“At upper levels in Scientology we find
ourselves unable to handle one area and so
instead of doing the natural thing and reduc-
ing the area we are trying to handle, we just
double the size of the area. That's the way
theta works.” — LRH

A Message from the Captains
of ASHO Day and Foundation

The Captain of ASHO Day, Lt. Jon Lundeen, and Captain
ASHO Foundation, Lt. Cheryl Fiandaca, are highly-trained
Flag veterans with 48 years of combined Sea Org experience.

1968 was a year of thundering expansion
for Scientology. Nine new orgs were born,
and in Los Angeles a team of top Sea Org
members arrived and established the
American Saint Hill Organization (ASHO)
overnight. Immediately, Scientologists
throughout the Americas packed their bags
and headed west to California, for the Saint
Hill Special Briefing Course and Power
Processing.

This was the start of something big.
Waves of Class VI graduates went out from
ASHO and started orgs and missions
throughout the Americas, and Scientology
blossomed.

A decade later, the original quarters over-
flowing, we moved to our present location.
That year Ron called the Briefing Course,
“the place where the Auditor gets all the tech
that has ever been issued below that level.”

It’s been nearly three decades since we
first opened our doors, and Scientologists
are still heading west to California to move
up the training and processing Bridge at
ASHO.

We are training professional
Scientologists, using all the tools of the

Golden Age of Technology. The supervision
is tough and rigorously standard. It’s no
patty-cake affair, but neither is this uni-
verse. To be at cause over all aspects of life,
you have to know the tech backwards and

TIME, on this very short-lived and hectic planet, is hardly conceived
of at all. Just recently geologists concluded that man might have been
here for a million years. HAH! Little do they know!

The age of this and other universes is very, very long. It is not eterni-
ty but almost.

So, without getting into questions as to how long you've been around
(the brain theory boys might object since they are TERRIFIED of spirits)
let’s ask this question:

If a being had half an eternity to louse himself up, how loused up
could he get? :

Right. Go to the head of the class. Plenty!

And you now can get an inkling of how much spiritual gain might be
available.

we call Training 0, Training 1, Training 2,
Training 3 — all of these drills — and get clear up
to 6 without ever having integrated them into a
single process. And yer, theoretically, he could
perform them beautifully, cach one indepen-
dently, and yet never be able to do them in an
auditing session. Theoretically that could hap-
Pt‘i'l.

Well, this would be a person who had totally
forgotten what they were for, and thar is to cre-
ate the proper communication atmosphere to a
session so that an auditing session or a human
conversation (that being one of the lower sorts)
could occur withour jolts and jars. In other
words, the end view of all those early training
drills are communication, and when one loses
the sight of the fact that they make somebody
confront and look at ~ Training 0 - he’s lost the
benefit of the whole sweeping mass. Do you
understand that?

Now, the funny part of it is these things can
be lots of fun in themselves. 1 would be the last
person to admit that they weren't positive jew-
els of genius. But | would be the first one to
throw them away if they got in the road of any-
body's communication! Remember that, and use
them accordingly.

They take a gradient scale from “not look™ to
“look.” And they're a pretty good gradient scale.
And they've been in use for a long time now.
But we're just now learning that they were too
fancy. We found out the best coaching remarks
that can be made in teaching somebody to do
these things s “Do it!" “Confront it!” Not
“how," just “do it." Actually, the whole thing
boils down to confrontingness and nothing else.

An individual can't give an acknowledgment
because every time he gives an acknowledg-
ment some mysterious force hits him in the
teeth. That mysterious force is just something
that he is unwilling to confront, in the present
or the backtrack. It's just something he's unwill-
ing to confront. You need the rest of the drills,
apparently, because just plain confrontingness
doesn’t ever stir these things up. Just sitting
there... the fellow has already learned that if he
just sits there and minds his own business noth-
ing will happen except that he will vegetate
and starve to death. So we have to occasion a
turther reach.

We have to have a further reach. And that
further reach is communication — verbal

communication. And it finally winds up with
total symbol amputation, and we do it by hand,
like wigwags from battleship to battleship. Quite
interesting. But it's a gradient scale of communi-
cation, and thus it must be understood.

Now, we move up into the upper reaches of

that battery of indoctrination steps, and we get
into what’s called Upper Indocrrination; we
have these things in practice. And it 1s always a
lovely thing to watch the first Jay when any-
body who has been through a Comm Course
butts into plain 8-C
where you tell people to go over and rouch a
wall. You never heard so much rrouble. They
never had this much trouble before. Why didn't
they ever have this much trouble before!
Because this process integrates all the lower
training drills and say, “Well, that's all right,
sonny. Just do them all at once. That's all. That's
all you have to do.” Of course, you aren't doing
them all at once, and he finds our eventually
that you do each one at a time. Fortunarely, you
don't have to do them all at the same instant.

just about the time he’s lying there in the exact
position where his mother always sympathized
with him, he finds the coach and the Instructor
putting him back in the chair saying, “Do it!”
And the circuits blow up and after a while he
says, “You know, I can communicate.” Now,
we're not trying to pound the truth into some-
hody’s head. We're not trying to beat them down

so that they will get any lower. No, we do our |

best to make them communicate, to look, o
cheer up. We're friendly, we're kind and every-
thing's fine. And the guy improves and improves
and improves and finds himself on the bottom.
And only then can he go up.

An individual looks at something and it flash-
es back and he can no longer look in that direc-
tion. [t kicks him in the teeth. He thinks it will
continue to kick him in the teeth. So he mustn't
look that way. He must look somewhere else.
And he eventually leams very well never to
observe anything, but if he catches sight of
something, to go on a via at once and look the
other direction, Do you see that? And that is the

“Tomight, as we celebrate the birth ﬂf Dianetics we
also celebrate the beginning of the most powerful and
widespread movement ever launched — the crusade to
CLEAR EARTH," said Mr. Guillaume Lesévre at
the Anniversary Event. “But when talking about
this most powerful movement on the planet, we are
talking about the individuals behind that Crusade —
those who are making it happen.”

In speaking of those individuals, he told of the

teacher in Taiwan who, after leaming how to use

the cold war. He explained how today, thanks to
that original Dianetics group, LRH Assist tech is
practiced in one of the largest hospitals in Cuba,
and in Miami, doctors give prescriptions to their
patients for depression which read, “Buy a copy of
Dianetics, read it, and apply it to your life.”

There was much more to Mr. Lesévre’s briefing
— from the phenomenal success of Dianetics buses
that travel across Europe; to the huge Dianetics ad
painted on the side of a building in Copenhagen;
to the soccer games in Padova, ltaly, seen on
television by millions of viewers with Dianetics
banners over 100 feet long.

“Because of these dedicated mdividuals,” he said,
“millions ave beginming the adventure of Dianetics
and becoming part of the Dianetics dream — the
clearing of the planet.” And with that, he
presented the 1998 Dianetics Achievement
Awards to the top Book One Auditor, Dianetics
Group and Dianetics Booksellers on the planet.

The top Book One Auditor of the year is Bob
Addis, from Miami Org, who joined staff after
doing a Dianetics Seminar in 1990, and whose
purpose has been to give people the chance to go
free. Or as Bob himself put it: “I know if I don't
give it all T've got, that person doesn't have that
chance and it may be the only chance they'll ever get.
It's a huge responsibility, but that's what a staff
member does.”

The top Book One Group was presented to the
Dianetics Group of Macedonia, founded by Moni
Damevski, a celebrity in that country. With the

Macedonians, Moni has buile this group up to 12
staff and 15-20 FSMs, They have a Supervisor in
training and a Book One Auditor trained on the
new Golden Age of Tech drills. And this team
has delivered Dianetics lectures and seminars
resulting in thousands of Book One auditing
hours!

The top Dianetics Booksellers were the team
from the Moscow Mission in Russia, and five
members of that team took the stage at the
Shrine to receive their award. This team sells an
average of 1,800 Dianetics books to new public per
week. And they sell them everywhere, in the
streets, on the trains, at seminars, and even in the
remotest ranges of Siberia. They promote
introductory. lectures on the radio and their
lectures are so effective that almost every one of
the 300 people per lecture purchase a copy of
Dianetics at the lecture’s end.

“But there's another thing I would like to add,”
said Mr. Lestvre, “one of the secrets to their success
is, there is another member of the team and this is
how that works: On the back of the Dianetics book,
there are several kudos or quotes conceming the value
of LRH's Dianetics. And the Russian booksellers
have been using one of those quotes to phenomenal
success. Their pattern is simple. They walk right up
to the person and show him the quote. When the
person veads it, they get the book. That quickly! And
lirerally by the thousands.”

The quote Mr. Lesévre was referring to was
given by John Travolta. And John, who was in
the audience at the Los Angeles event, received
a thunderous standing ovation from all those in
attendance, thanking him for his worldwide
contribution in the dissemination of LRH tech to
the people of Earth.

Release of New LRH
Tech Film "TRs in Life”

“If there’s one thing that's clear 48 years after the
release of Dianetics, it’s that LRH tech is reaching into
all geographical aveas across the planet bringing truth to
mankmd,” said Mr. Dan Koon from the Office of
Senior CJS International, in his technical briefing
at the May 9 Event. “And when we speak of bringing
those first truths to someone, we are speaking of his or
her first steps on the Road to Truth. And as LRH
demonstrated so conclusively, that Road exists within
every human being.” He told of how today, thar
road is not only totally certain, but it is faster to
walk than ever thanks to the programs thar have
created a Golden Age of Tech in course rooms
around the world.

Mr. Koon gave example after example of the
wins being achieved by auditors training in this
Golden Age of Tech, the equally spectacular wins
of their preclears, and the speed and simplicity of
training as an auditor today.

“Now why has training become even faster?” he
asked.

“The film allowed me to see the importance of
communication,” said one Scientologist after the
event. “TRs will help me handle many of the hang-
ups I've had in life. I'm doing a TR course next!”

“If all Scientologists did a TR Course, everybody
would get up The Bridge a lot faster!” said another.

And from another Scientologist afrer the
event: ‘I saw that TRs are extremely important for
going up The Bridge and in general.

(An auditor is a person trained and quali-
fied in applying Scientology processes to
others for their betterment.)

An auditor is essentially a rechnician.
Existing techniques are tools. Any tool
requires intelligent handling and a deftness
in application. To use any tool, whether it
be a stone axe or a Geiger counter, a person
must acquire confidence in that tool and
confidence in his ability to use that rool.

An audiror is most successful when he has
achieved an inexorable self-confidence in
himself, in his tools, in his attitude toward
the preclear and in the results he means and
determines to achieve.
